Methodology - job growth potential

« How high would employment be in case of a
doubling in EU bicycle modal share?

— Modal share is % of population that declares the
bicycle its main mode of transport (Eurobaromter -
Gallup, 2011)

— Relative growth potential is higher in countries with
lower modal share

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Caveats - job growth potential

« Job growth is gross effect
— Likely that employment in other subsectors
decreases in compensation (eg. Car industry |)
» Statistical relationships present correlations
and not causal relationships

— Simple approach, possible endogeneity bias

Best practice example cycling: Belgium

e Tax-free reimbursement; € 0.22/km
(ex.: 18km x 20d = 79€ per month)

» Tax-free provision of company bikes for
employees

* 120% deductible for companies:
costs for bikes + cycling infrastructure

ECF recommends: Follow this example!

Company Car Taxation:
Subsidising Inactivity

» Germany: 12% company car price/year
subject to income tax
— 60% of company cars in new registrations
— direct fiscal loss: 23 billion €

« UK, NL, DK: stricter tax rules (25% tax|
